A Hometown Love Story

“Kimberly”, a young mother with several
children, reached out to a local Lennox
pastor regarding needing some 
assistance.   She had divorced her husband almost a year ago
after finally getting the strength to leave.   She had recently lost
her car, and was walking several miles one-way to get to her job
each day.  She had little to no family or friend support after
having to move away from her support system to get away from
her ex and to have a fresh start.  Sadly, she also lost the support
from her church after filing for divorce, as the church where she
had always attended believes divorce is never acceptable.
The local pastor made the referral for “Kimberly” to Love INC, and
we set out working with her.  First, we worked with her to assist
with a vehicle through a Sioux Falls ministry, and one of our
partner churches assisted her with funds for a down-payment.
We assisted her with a list of resources that can supplement her
family needs.  “Kimberly” has also found a job closer to her home.
An important detail Love INC assisted her with is offering her the
support of churches that would welcome she and her family into
their faith community.   She now has a new, supportive spiritual
community to help lift her up.  Love INC continues to walk with
“Kimberly” as a loved child of God, offering her support and
assisting her with the needs she and her family may have. Later
this spring when we start holding classes she will be invited
participate in those as well.  “Kimberly” has found support and
compassion within Love INC, and her journey of faith and
fortitude is just beginning.



Love In the Name of Christ would like to introduce you to a
special partner ministry of ours doing wonderful work in the
name of Christ as well - Compassion in Action.  Compassion is
located just one mile south of Chancellor and holds six
rummage sales per year of donated items.  The event center is
teeming with clothing, houseware items, footwear - just about
everything except furniture.  
This wonderful ministry began  in 2010 in honor of two family
members who passed away from blood disorder cancers.   Their
mission now is to seek to put compassion in action by raising funds
to help with needs that arise in the community, and 100% of the
funds raised go to local charities.
Compassion in Action is a Partner Ministry to Love INC in several
ways.  They stepped up and offered to be a GAP ministry for
neighbors referred by Love INC that are in need of clothing and
household items.  Their sales also offer our communities the
opportunity to purchase clothing and household items at
significantly reduced prices, 50 cents per item or $5 per bag,
which is a blessing during this time when a dollar doesn’t go far.
One mother said she wouldn’t be able to buy school clothes for
her kids if it wasn’t for Compassion in Action.    And lastly, Love
INC has been the recipient of their charitable giving.  Thank you
